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A call for expressions of interest for the Galileo Concession, the European satellite navigation programme, was published by the European Commission in the Official Journal of the European Communities (C 43), dated February 22. For the moment, the call is aimed solely at establishing a data base of companies interested in the subsequent bidding process. Potential bidders are invited to express their interest in the Galileo Concession by April 15, 2003. They are not required to provide any additional information at this stage. Companies that reply to the call will receive documentation on Galileo; a briefing session will also be held in Brussels on March 18. It will be hosted by representatives of the Commission, the Galileo Joint Undertaking and the European Space Agency. The session is meant to inform interested parties on the progress of the programme and on the stages of the procedure for selection of the concession holder.
