That same afternoon, Brody will lead a discussion titled “Geospatial Technologies: How Will the U.S. Aggregate and Analyze Intelligence to Improve National Security?” covering the use and potential of geospatial tools, including mapping, navigation, fleet management, WMD and HAZMAT tracking, surveillance, and situation awareness, for increasing homeland security. 

Other global navigation discussions at ISCe on June 3 focus on "GNSS: Its Composition, Schedule, Benefits and Issues," moderated by Keith McDonald, with participation from Terry McGurn, and "Galileo Opportunities for U.S. Providers," moderated by Günther Hein. 

Stansell, McDonald, McGurn, and Hein are all members of the Editorial Advisory Board for GPS World magazine.
