South Korean automaker Hyundai and US-based IBM Corporation have announced an alliance to provide a range of telematics services for Hyundai vehicles. Hyundai and IBM plan to launch their services in June 2003 in a number of vehicles on the South Korean market. The alliance will offer a number of telematics features including emergency services notification when an airbag is deployed, remote stolen vehicle tracking, global positioning system (GPS) navigational capabilities, data synchronisation for personal digital assistants, mobile phones and other devices and a 24-hour concierge service.
