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BODY: 
Japanese automaker Nissan has launched its Navigation System as an option on its vehicles sold in the Gulf Co-operation Council states (GCC - Saudi Arabia, UAE, Qatar, Bahrain, Kuwait and Oman). It is the first Japanese automaker to offer a navigation system on its cars. The system covers all the GCC countries, with detailed routing of all major cities and towns. The system also offers the driver 'points of interest', including a list of airports, police departments, gas stations and restaurants, and alternative routes to a destination. The system also features off-road benefits such as global positioning system (GPS) and a 'bread crumbing' function which digitally records the vehicle's movements to allow the driver to follow the vehicle's electronic tracks to return. Navigation and telematics systems are becoming increasingly popular in GCC countries.
