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The Pentagon on Monday said that if Iraq has made attempts to jam the GPS system used by the United States in its air campaign against Baghdad, they have been unsuccessful so far. 

Major-General Stanley McChrystal of the Joint Staff said the United States had known for some time that the jammers might be employed to interfere with telecommunications equipment used in military action on Iraq. 

"In fact, we have been aware for some time of the possibility of GPS jammers being fielded, and what we found is, through testing and through actual practice now, that they are not having a negative effect on the air campaign at this point," McChrystal said. 

The White House said Monday it had "credible evidence" of Russian companies selling Iraq night-vision goggles, anti-tank weapons, and technology to jam satellite signals that US-led forces could use to guide bombs and military aircraft. 

US President George W. Bush complained to Russian President Vladimir Putin who strenuously denied the matter.
